Follow Westport Road. Go one block past the first light (Wal-Mart on the left.)  Left onto Accomack Drive (Marathon gas station at the corner). Go one mile, cross Shenandoah. The  entrance to the temple is the first driveway on the right after the church and three houses.

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TEMPLE TALK …

· Idol and worship committee (also known as Puja committee) requests that the following announcement be made: Pratham kaal puja (daily first pujas in established Temples) is offered in the name of a sponsor and their families perpetually. · At this time we acknowledge the services of all the volunteers who have been working as temple administrators, helping in hundi collections and data administration, preparing prasad items, housekeeping, taking care of the arrangements and organizing temple festivals and functions throughout the year. Kashmir Restaurant provided nans (Indian bread) for the Dashara dinner; the other food items were prepared by the devotees for festivities for which the Temple is thankful.


· We expect Swami Pratyagbodhananda and, Swami Brahmaroopananda to visit and offer discourses in 2001. Muniji, Sri Swami Chidananda Saraswati is expected to visit Louisville around March 31. 

· Organized Temple visits were arranged for visitors from Bellarmine University, Berea college, Crane House (The Asia Institute, Inc. of Louisville), Sullivan University and U of L. About 120 students of the 7th grade and teachers from Crosby middle school and several church congregations also visited our Temple because of their interest to learn about Hindu religion, culture and worship practices. The management thanks all those visitors who contributed monetarily and the volunteers who conducted these visits in order promote religious awareness and better public relations in the community.

· We participated in the three-day Kentucky Folklife Festival held in Frankfort, KY in September. Yoga, Mehndi and Rangoli demonstrations by the yoga group, Anupama Sahasrabudhe and Sudha Kulkarni respectively were very popular. The temple received a donation of $500 for our participation. 

· It is with great regret that we report the sudden and untimely passing away of one of Hindu community’s very bright young students, Mikhil Hirendra Patel on December 6 at the age of 18. Mikhil who is a graduate of Kentucky Country Day School just started attending Case Western University in Cleveland this school year as a freshman. He was very active in academics and sports at the school and also in the cultural, religious and youth activities at the Hindu Temple and at other community organizations. Our heartfelt condolences go to his parents, Priti and Hirendra Patel, his brother, Kavir Patel and the family. The family has requested that any memorial gift in Mikhil’s name be sent to Hindu Temple of Kentucky or to any charity.

Dear Devotees,

The past year is a year of stability for the Temple. The board and management have taken a conservative approach to assessing the Temple’s operational viability. Any successful operation needs to assess their income resources as well as expense obligations to project the long-term operational viability of the entity. At the end of Kumbhaabhishekam the Temple had a loan of $140,000.00 in addition to the internal borrowing of approximately $12,000.00 from internal trust funds. Today the Temple has a surplus of approximately $80,000.00. While Temples in major metropolitan areas are mired deep in debt, we are proud to declare that OUR Temple is virtually DEBT FREE. The credit goes to the Devotees at large for their generous support of the Temple’s activities. It has come to our attention that one of our devotees was commenting that now the Temple is debt free, that he/she does not have to contribute. Such thought is not far from truth if we can offered to shut our doors today. However, we have built our Temple to provide on-going service to our community. To retain the services of the priests and maintaining the premises costs approximately $180,000.00 per year. Hence, we request your continued generous support. 

The Temple is a voluntary organization and needs considerably more committed volunteers to provide the services that are expected by the devotees. One of the basic tenets of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (Mormon Church) is that every person is expected to volunteer two years of his/her life at their own cost in spreading and promoting their faith. The Temple is not expecting such commitment but we request every family to volunteer to become a Temple Administrator for at least fifteen sessions each year. As Temple Administrator you will be attending to the day-to-day management of the Temple. While it is of immense benefit to the Temple, you will be gaining valuable skill in managing people.

Temple is dedicated to provide service to every faction of Hindu as well as Jain religion. If your group participates in worship of regional deity/deities or sing bhajans in regional languages, or following other factions we invite you to conduct your services at this Temple. Please contact Mrs. Anila Ragade or Mr. H.V. Shekar and let them know of your requirements. They are heading Function Input Committee to reach out to every factions of the Hindu Community.

We have completed sealing of the exterior gopurams and other sculptures. Alarm system has been installed. A traffic monitoring/surveillance system is in the works. Dr. Sehra has donated her library and it will be set up at the Board Room to serve our community. The reception area is about to undergo a spruce up to make this area inviting and hygienic. Our goals for the upcoming year include, but not limited to, hire another priest or an administrator to serve you better, priest’s quarters and yaaga saala.

Thank you for your cooperation and may God bless every one of you with a rich and prosperous year.
