Hindu Temple’s Earthquake Relief Efforts

It has been a grreat community effort – this earthquake relief. It started innocuously enough. No one realized that this effort would balloon into this mammoth, gigantic task. We were wondering how to send some orthopedic devices that we had collected. We made a few inquiries and soon learned that Mr.Sanjeev Gupte was very kindly getting UPS involved in shipping a consignment free of cost for the earthquake relief.

Dr.Borkar contacted his friend Dr.Dayan Naik who is the President of American Association of Physicians from India. They wanted to get their stuff sent through UPS. After some midnight teleconferencing, it was decided that Louisville would be the collecting point of all the material sent from around the US. Bhavana Gupta and Sanjeev Gupte would be coordinating the effort. Bhavana called SOS(Supplies over Seas) section of the Jefferson County Medical Society and they gave us a large amount of orthopedic and surgical supplies. The Hindu Temple Board was kind enough to let us use the facilities for receiving, sorting, storing and dispatch. Many people volunteered their time to receive and move all the packages coming in from all over. Last Tuesday, the first consignment of 15000 pounds, 430 packages was finally on its way on one of the UPS 747s to Mumbai and from there to Ahmedabad. We continue to receive more packages and the next consignment will go out this week.

At the same time, the Temple started collecting funds. So far we have collected $12,000! We would like to appeal to all devotees to give generously of their time and money. There is no greater religious or spiritual enlightenment than in the service of your fellow human beings in dire need.

There is a nice story from Brahadarnayaka Upanisad, which was quoted by the writer Rajeev Srinivasan. The devas, humans, and asuras are students who want Prajapati to teach them. First the Gods say to Prajapati. “ Teach us, please sire!” and in response, Prajapati utters a single syallable: “Da”. Then he says to them:” Have you understood?” The devas reply: “ Yes, we have understood. You said to us, damyata: be self-controlled.” Prajapati says:”yes, you have understood well.”

The humans ask Prajapati. “ Teach us, please sire!” and once again Prajapati utters: “Da”. Then he asks them:” Have you understood?” The humans reply: “ Yes, we have understood. You said to us, datta:give.” Prajapati says:”yes, you have understood well.”
