PRIEST/HALL SCHEDULING
In recent months, there has been a big increase in demand for the priests and the Temple hall as more and more  devotees are requiring hall rental and priestly services. The IWC wishes to inform the Temple congregation of the following guidelines so as to streamline priest/hall scheduling.

1. Please keep in mind the person who is in charge of scheduling is not a full time employee of the Temple. These people are only volunteers and do this in their spare time.  Please respect their time.
2. Whenever possible, please call at least two to three weeks in advance to reserve the hall or the priests.  Please keep in mind, because the priests have become increasingly busy, last minute requests probably may not be available.

3. If the scheduling person is not available when you call, the devotee may leave a message at the designated number and your call will be returned within 48 hrs.  Unless it is an emergency, i.e. funeral services, please call before 10pm.  Please leave both home and work numbers so that it is easier to return your call.

4. Final confirmation of availability of priestly services/hall is only made with the scheduling person. Please do not ask the priests if they are available on a certain day or time, as they do not have the master schedule and they would have no way of knowing their availability. The priests would only be able to offer an appropriate muhurtham, and date contingent on their availability.

5. Please be aware that once confirmed, there will be a cancellation charge.  Please make sure any charges are discussed before confirming services and not at the time the services are performed.
