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Temple Talk: Update of events from Jan-May


 Our devotees marked the advent of the New Year with a grand celebration in the temple with Ganesh Abhishekam followed by Bhajans, Dharshan and Aarti. This function also celebrated the appointment of the new members of the temple management committee who received blessings for their work in the year ahead.


Ganesh Divya Pooja was celebrated on February 16th with about 50–60 families attending. Maha Shivarathri was conducted on a grand scale on March 12th with the attendance of 150 families. Rudraabishekam was performed for the main Shivalinga and smaller Shivalinga accompanied by the resounding chanting of Rudram enumerating the glory of Lord Shiva. Devotees observed a nightlong vigil chanting Shiva Sahasranam and Bhajans.


Ramnavami celebrations began on April 20th with the 24 hour non-stop chanting of Ramayan followed by Sri Ram Pooja and Rama Abishekam on April 22nd. This event was well attended by 70 families and the temple received $1200 in contributions on this auspicious occasion. A delicious lunch was served after the pooja.


The Holi social conducted on April 6th at 5:00 p.m. was graced with a lot of devotees. The hall was filled with music and dance with devotees throwing vivid colors on each other. All the devotees had a wonderful time enjoying the gaiety of this festival.


Sri Hanuman Jayanthi was celebrated on April 27th attended by an overflow crowd of 80 families. Devotees recited 108 Hanuman Chalisa followed by Bhajans and Aarthi.


The Mothers Day celebrations were conducted with great festivity on May 12th, starting with a Mahalakshmi Abhishekam followed by Ashtalakshmi Kalasha Pooja and Ashtalakshmi Homam. It was wonderful to see the beautiful children dressed as the eight divine forms of Lakshmi blessing this occasion. This event also included the inauguration of the Hindu Temple Endowment Fund and ended with children lovingly distributing roses to their respective mothers.


During the past 4 months, the temple has also welcomed several visitors from area schools and universities. A Quick Course on Hinduism  (Chapter-2)

Three Facets of the Almighty





     The Hindu Trinity is the symbolic representation of the cosmic activities of creation, maintenance and destruction. Brahma, etymologically meaning the comprehensive one, is regarded as the God of creation. Vishnu, literally meaning the all pervading one, is respected as the God of maintenance. Shiva, the auspicious one, is worshipped as the God of destruction. At another level, Trinity represents reason (Brahma), emotion (Vishnu) and will (Shiva).


     There are two other interpretations: Trinity is represented by an acronym GOD. G stands for Generation (Brahma), O represents Operation (Vishnu) and D is a symbol of Destruction (Shiva). In Sanskrit, the word for God is BHAGAVAN which is a composite of the five elements of nature: BHA (Bhumi, earth), GA (Gagan, sky, ether), V (Vayu, air), A (Agni, fire) and N (Nala, water).


Gods and Goddesses





     The Gods and Goddesses complement each other and complete each other. Brahma is married to Saraswati, Vishnu to Lakshmi and Shiva to Parvati. To be responsible for creation, one has to be intelligent. Hence, Brahma, the God of creation, is depicted as being married to Saraswati who is the Goddess of knowledge. For the maintenance of any state, one has to be affluent. Consequently, Vishnu, the God of maintenance, is wedded to Lakshmi, the Goddess of wealth. To destroy something, one has to be powerful. As a result, Shiva, the God of destruction, is described as the inseparable part of Parvati, the Goddess of strength.  In other words, creation and knowledge, maintenance and wealth, destruction and strength are wedded to each other and go hand in hand.


Brahman and Brahma, Ishwara and Shiva





     The terms Brahman and Brahma are similar, but the meanings are different. Unless otherwise stated, Nirguna Brahman is usually called Brahman who is the  mpersonal God. Brahma is the personal God and one of the Hindu Trinity.  Ishwara and Shiva are frequently and incorrectly used interchangeably. Ishwara applies to all the personal Gods and Shiva is one of the many Gods. 





Three Modes of Manifestation


1.  Pratima:  A three dimensional sculpture or a two-dimensional painting.  Many are representations with attributes of a man or an animal or a half man-half animal. Some, like Linga and Saligrama, do not have a human or animal shape or form.


2.  Yantra:  A two dimensional geometrical design. Some are simple and many are complex. 


3.  Mantra:  A sound or a thought form, which elevates (Tra) the mind (Manas) to a higher level.


     Pratima by itself is incomplete. It is complete only when the appropriate Yantra and effective Mantra are accompanied.


Pratima  


     The Gods and Goddesses express both benevolent (Saumya) and malevolent (Ugra) countenances (Mukhabhavas). Many have more than two hands endowed with attributes of weapons (Ayudhas) and qualities (Gunas) of various kinds. These are suggestive of positive tendencies to be enhanced and negative impulses to be restrained. They display a variety of hand gestures (Mudras) to convey their intended actions, hidden messages and emotional states. Many birds and beasts are chosen as chariots (Vahanas) which represent either a desirable quality to be cultivated or an undesirable characteristic to be controlled.
